Transfer of Naval vessel
To IR Inlet a ‘no go’
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A nonprofit group working to house a post-World War II Navy vessel in the Indian River Inlet will have to start searching for other options.

The USS Forrest Sherman DD-931 Foundation, Inc. hoped to use the USS Forrest Sherman destroyer as a museum and display ship, an overnight camping venue for youth, and an educational tool.
According the Chris Johnson, spokesman for Naval Sea Systems Command, the size of the destroyer and the absence of a dry docking facility were main reasons the Navy would not recommend housing the vessel at the inlet.
“The ship is a little bit larger than might be useful in the position.” He said.  “That’s not to say it can’t be done, but those are the issues that would lead us to believe it’s not the best course of action.”…..
In August, the Navy was notified the ship was eligible to be listed on the National Register of Historic Places.
